“PRAYER

Loving Supremely

Love: Everything God is—lived out by Jesus, poured into our hearts through the Holy Spirit,
experienced personally, and manifested through us to a lonely and hurting world.

“and to brotherly kindness love” (2 Peter 1:7).

“And we have known and believed the love that God has for us. God is love, and he who abides
in love abides in God, and God in him” (1 John 4:16).

“Now hope does not disappoint, because the love of God has been poured out in our hearts by
the Holy Spirit who was given to us” (Romans 5:5).

“Though I speak with the tongues of men and of angels, but have not love, I have become
sounding brass or a clanging cymbal. And though I have the gift of prophecy, and understand all
mysteries and all knowledge, and though I have all faith, so that I could remove mountains, but
have not love, I am nothing.
